By signing up, you agree to pay for and attend the dates listed above and commit to at least 2 full days of potty training immediately after Booty Training. If your child misses any of the sessions, it is still your responsibility to pay for that session. This allows the cost to remain low and keep small teacher-to-client ratios. Groups will be 2-5 individuals. The full amount is due upon registration to secure your child’s space.

Additional session days/times may be added if needed. First come, first serve for day and time preference.

All children may toilet train at different rates. This toilet training class prepares your child to be pull-up free during waking hours and to learn the signs of needing to urinate. Every child’s needs and learning levels are different, but every effort will be made to successfully toilet train or toilet regulate (on a schedule) your child so that you can stop buying pull-ups and have a more independent child who has self-confidence!
